Sumy is a city of regional significance in the north-eastern part of Ukraine,
in Slobozhanshchyna, the administrative center of Sumy region. The city lies on
the banks of the river Psel with a tributary of the river Sumka.

It has been almost 365 years since Cossack settlers from the village of
Stavyshche in the Kyiv region, led by Ataman Gerasim Kondratiev, came to the
shores of Psel and Sumka. According to legend, they found here three hunting bags
with coins. The image of three bags has become the emblem of our city, and the
legend lives on in the hearts of Sumy residents to this day. On one of the main
streets - Voskresenskaya, which leads to the oldest stone building - Holy
Resurrection Cathedral, there is a monument to these bags, which seek to touch all
the guests of our city to attract a happy and rich destiny.

The symbol of the city, its greatest, according to the people of Sumy, a
miracle - the Altanka on Pokrovska Square. This small carved gazebo is the calling
card of Sumy and a favorite vacation spot of its residents and guests. Neither
revolutions nor wars affected the ancient decoration of the city with their



destructive power. Artistic wood carving does not seem to have aged. It remains so
today. Young couples and tourists are photographed near it, citywide cultural and
artistic events are held and, as in the 19th century, brass bands play.

Sumy is a kind of architectural Mecca. The number of architectural
monuments is impressive. The whole architectural monument of the city is its
ancient streets: Soborna, Voskresenska, Petropavlivska, Troitska. Each building
here has its own history, which dates back to the distant past.

The city above the Psalms is also famous for its churches. Even the names of
the streets are due to the ancient temples. They led and lead Sumy residents to the
holy places of the Transfiguration Cathedral, the Resurrection Cathedral, the
Church of the Resurrection, the Church of the Assumption, the Trinity Church and
other churches.

Today, the regional center has a population of 275,000, and about 25,000
people work at 55 industrial enterprises. The most developed industries are
mechanical engineering, chemical and food industries.

Music festivals "Bach Fest", "Jazz Fest", "Organum", "Bulat" have made our
city famous in many parts of the world. The artistic community initiates various
actions, creative symposia, plein airs, competitions.
